-03.4 : Cinema,

- 15.0 : Communication ...

e Number of students and duration are binding as well : 1 student 9 months is a full
year student, not to be divided into 2 students for 1 semester each ;

o [f a specific course is divided in two parts, the student has to register for the whole
course ; otherwise the final results will not be validated in ECTS ;

e The Incoming student has to go by the rules of our institution, i.e select courses in
order to validate a full semester (30 ECTS) or a full academic year (60 ECTS) and
will be evaluated as a regular student of our University; therefore the Learning
agreement should not include writing mini-thesis or the like ...

Finally, let me insist on the fact that we admit all your selected students in a specific
field, based on the fact that they have sufficient proficiency in the French language to
follow lectures and write academic papers in what is a foreign language for them.
Specific classes for Erasmus students are offered to strengthen their skills and
methodology.
